Strollhand-in-hand through
the charismatic main town of Port Elizabeth,
have a cosy candlelit dinner at a cafe, and
l[ounge on near-deserted forest-backed,
sandy coves and bays. In the late afternoon
stop by the Frangipani Hotel in Admiralty Bay
(001 784 458 3255, www.frangipanibeguia.
com) for a Banana Cow (rum milkshake) by
the water's edge, thentry dinner at the

Or sail to the Tebago Cays for
snorkelling and lunch on the lovingly restored
Friendship Rose (www.friendshiprose.com:
£85pp). aclassic 100-year-old schooner.

5T BARTS
Why it's made for you: \Want to shout your love
from the champagne-bottle-strewn table of a
rowdy beach bar? St Barts fits the bill. Or would
you rather keep it ‘twixt the two of youona
deserted cove? Again, St Barts will do it for you.
Or does your love bloombest onthe deck of a
yacht? You getthe idea... The tiny Gallicisland
suits any kind of romanitic. For astart, youcan
only getthere by ferry (known to veer off-route
to ogle migrating whales) or minuscule plane.
The best beaches are windswept Salines and
rugged Colombier for utter privacy; Gustavia
harbour and St Jean Bay forexhibitionists;
and Governeurs for picnics.
